| introduced Sandra to
Tejasweeni and described in
short, the earlier happenings.We
both thanked Sandra for her out
of way efforts and help.She
politely replied that a foreigner is
God as far as her country is
concerned and that it really gave
her pleasure and satisfaction to
do whatever she could to make
our stay comfortable.She was
very sweet.What | liked most in
her attitude was there was no
slightest descrimination towards
us being non-Europeans. |
clicked a photograph of Sandra
and Tejasweeni together, with her
consent, for cherishing sweet
memories of Sweden.

Our coach-captain George
was a hefty and typically patriotic
70 years old boy.He was
curiously observing us
consistently ~ conversing in
English amongst us.Some how,
it seems, he felt it unpatriotic on
our part not to converse in any of
the Indian languages. At one
stage he lost patience and
interrupted us abruptly by asking

of 100.We were feeling sorry that
we are short of cash.The
shopkeeper consoled us by
saying not to worry and to our
surprise handed over to us the
bottle alongwith a note of 10
sw.cr.as discount.He explained
that this is his token of love and
brotherhood and forced us to
retain the note.We thanked the
family and returned to our hotel
full of sweet memories of
Sweden.
